Abstract:

The study aims to shed light on the efforts of Saint Boniface in
spreading Christianity among the German tribes, which made
him one of the founders of Christianity in Europe during the
eighth century AD, and left clear trace on European religion
and civilization, Boniface has began his missionary efforts
among the Friesian tribes in 716 AD, but he was unable to
work because of the war between them and the Frankish
kingdom, which made him feel frustrated and failed, and
realizes the success of his missionary mission must depend on
the support and protection of the religious and political
authorities, so he obtained the support of the papacy in Rome
and The mayors of the palace the Kingdom of the Franks, in
addition to the Anglo-Saxon Church, Which made use of its
human and material resources and sent its men to work among
the pagan German peoples, and Boniface began his work
among the German tribes in Frisia and extended east of the
Rhine in Bavaria, Thuringia, and Hessia and in the Saxon
border region, and he achieved great success represented in
converting a large number of pagans to Christianity, smashing
their shrines, and establishing many of the churches and
monasteries along the Christian borders, to be centers of
worship and education, and where Christians would find
comfort, shelter and protection against assaults of the pagans.
the achievements of Boniface were greatly welcomed by the
papacy, and Boniface was sincere and showed full loyalty to
the Roman Church, so he was appointed a bishop in 722 AD.,
an archbishop in 732 AD., and a papal delegate in 738 AD.,
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and he was charged with reforming the Frankish Church from
the religious and moral corruption, and organizing the German
ecclesiastical institution, So he held religious councils, to take
Strict decisions . One of the most important results of
Boniface's work was the strengthening of relations between the
papacy and the Carolingian mayors of palace, which led their
accession to the throne of the Kings of the Franks in 751 AD.
Boniface decided at the end of his life retire his position as
Archbishop of Mainz and return to work As a missionary
among the Frisians, who Many of them are still pagan, and he
was killed at their hands in 755 AD, and thus his life ended,
and Christians considered him a saint and martyr.
